By the 17th century, life in Europe had started to become more comfortable
for those who had money. Trade had become more important, and the
number of people who could read and write was starting to grow. But while
the rich were enjoying good food, poetry and the theatre, life for the poor
hadn't changed much at all. Here are a few examples of what ordinary

family life was like in the olden days.

A typical household

Women used to have seven or eight
children, but one in every three
children died before reaching one
year of age. Many children had

to leave home when they were as
young as seven years old to work as
shepherds or helpers on farms. There
weren't many elderly people in the
families because people died much
younger than they usually do today.
Few people expected to live beyond
40. In fact, children frequently grew
up without parents at all.

Where life is really hard

It's the end of the winter. Most people have been
inside for weeks. They haven't seen the sun for a long
time. But some men are oufside. It's bitterly cold, with
temperatures of around -45° Celsius, and the freezing
wind makes the situation difficult for them to bear,
These men are hunters, and the survival of the people
they've left behind in the villages depends on how
successful their hunt is.

Akycha is one of these men. He’s been out hunting for
more than a week now. While he’s away from home,
he stays overnight in a little igloo that he’s made
himself from ice and snow.The igloo protects him
from the freezing wind. Inside, there’s a liftle stove for
cooking, and a small stone lamp which provides light.
Together, they help to create o temperature of around
12° Celsius.

Right now, Akycha is several kilometres away from his
igloo. He's riding his snowmobile along the coast, far
out on the frozen sea. Suddenly, he can see something
in the distance. He stops his snowmobile and checks
through his binoculars. It's a seal. Holding a screen
of white canvas in front of him in one hand, and his
gun in the other, he moves forward, cautiously hiding
behind the screen all the time so that the seal won't
notice him. If he’s lucky and his hunt goes well, the
meat he brings home should last his family for
several weeks.

Akycha and his people are part of the Inuit community.
Most of them still live a very traditional life, a life that
makes them dependent on hunting seals and whales.
Some of them also live off the reindeer they keep.

The Inuit are indigenous people of the Arctic Circle, which
means they’ve lived here for so long that they feel the
land is theirs.The Arctic Circle is a huge land area that
belongs to a number of northern countries: Russia, the
USA, Canada, Greenland, Norway, Sweden, Finland and
Iceland. The northern environment is an exceptional
habitat. Temperatures are low during most of the year
and summers are short, which means that plants can
only grow for a few weeks every year. If the reindeer eat
the moss that grows in a certain area, it can take up to
30 years for the plants fo grow back. This is why Inuits
who make a living from keeping and breeding reindeer
have to be constantly on the move with their herds.

For most of us, life is less hard than it is for the Inuit people.
But maybe we can learn something from them. Their
traditional way of life is a model of living in partnership
with nature, rather than exploiting and destroying it.

The fall of the Berlin Wall

For 28 years, Berlin was a divided city. Ever since its
construction in 1961, a huge wall had stopped citizens
from East Germany visiting their neighbours in the west.
Many people had tried. Some were successful, but many
more died, shot as they attempted to get to the other side.

in 1989, there were a number of radical political
demonstrations across Eastern Europe, as the people of
countries such as Poland and Hungary protested against
their governments and managed to change them. On 9
November, the East German government announced that
their people were free to visit the western side of the city.

That evening, thousands of East Berliners rushed to the
wall and demanded that the gates were opened. The
border guards didn’t know what to do. While the crowds
were singing, the guards phoned their bosses for orders.

It soon became clear that they had no choice but to let the
people pass. On the other side, the crowds were greeted
by West Berliners with flowers and champagne. People
climbed up onto the top of the wall and began dancing on
it to celebrate their new freedom. People started arriving
with sledgehammers to try and smash down the wall. Many
grabbed bricks as souvenirs. A little later, the government
sent in bulldozers to demolish the wall. The wall that had
been dividing a city for nearly three decades was soon
gone and, 339 days later, the two nations of East and West
Germany also became one.

But, for the spell to work, he
had to kiss a particular stone on top of Blarney Castle.
This is what he did, and it worked. So whoever kisses
the Blarney Stone will get the same gift.

In the Celtic tradition of spoken storytelling, singers
and poets called bards were extremely important
people. There was no written language tradition

in those days, so bards had to memorise the stories,
poems and songs to be able to perform them live.
Good storytellers knew hundreds of stories by heart.
The stories were the only record of important events,
and people appreciated them: they were the best
entertainment available.

This tradition has been influential for more than 2,000
years and, in many ways, it’s still alive today. Stories
have been handed down from generation to generation,
with very little change. Storytellers used to move from
village to village. Wherever they appeared, they were
warmly welcomed, and people gave them food and
shelter for the night.

How do planes take off?

To get an aeroplane into the air, you need the correct
airspeed. Airspeed is not the speed of the plane, but how
fast the air is moving over it. If the plane is facing a strong
wind, the airspeed is already quite high. That's why
planes are usually lined up to take off facing into the wind.

The engines are turned up to a certain power. Then the
brakes are taken off and the plane speeds down the
runway. As it does this, air passes over the wings. The
wings are curved on the top, so the air has further to travel
over the wings than under the wings. and has to travel
faster.

When teacher Margaret Atkins, 49, went to ride her
bike to school last Friday, she was shocked to discover
it wasn't there. When our reporter spoke to her, she
told him that she'd been really angry when she realised
the bike was gone.

Father angry victim of online con

Frank Caron, 29, will think twice before using his credit card online again.
Caron spent £450 on what he thought was the popular Xbox One console, a
birthday present for his twins Mia and Michael, seven. When he found out that
he'd been tricked, he was the ‘maddest man in town', as he told our reporter.

Mr Caron said that the family's financial situation was difficult, as most of their
money went to pay the mortgage on their house. But he added that the twins
had desperately wanted the games console and he and his wife had been
proud to get them the toy they wanted. He said they'd seen the console on

a well-known shopping auction website months ago and had thought it was
a bargain. He started saving up for it immediately, and hoped nobody else
would buy it before he had the money. He said he'd been absolutely furious
when he opened the box and all he found inside was a low-resolution photo
of the games console he'd wanted to buy.

When Mr Caron went online to understand how he'd been tricked, he realised
he'd been the victim of an online scam, a modern-day con.

Back in 1937, Amelia Earhart was one of the most
famous women in the world. She was an author, a
fashion designer and a magazine editor, but most of all,
she was a pioneering pilot. Five years earlier, at the age
of 34, she’d become the first woman to fly solo across the
Atlantic Ocean. She also broke manyaviation records for
going faster and further than any other woman. Every
time she landed her plane, she was met by huge crowds
wanting to see her and congratulate her.

eorge Reeder, 63. of Watchet in

Somerset has been given a bravery
certificate for saving the life of a six-
month-old baby.

THE GREAT ESCAPE

After many tragedies, there are always stories of people who have shown an amazing
ability to survive. Here are two stories which remind us that miracles can happen.

On 5 August, 2010, the San José copper and gold mine in the
Atacama Desert in Chile collapsed and 33 miners were trapped
underground. The mine had a poor safety record, and there were
fears that the missing men wouldn’t come out alive. A rescue
team immediately began drilling into the ground where it was
thought the men might be. On Day 17, when the drill was brought
out of the ground, there was a note taped to it. In bright red
letters it read: ‘We are alive and well in the shelter, all 33 of us.’
It was the news the whole country had been waiting for and the
Chilean government promised to bring them out alive. For the
next seven weeks, rescue teams from all over the world worked
together to drill a hole big enough to bring out the men, who were
waiting 700 metres below the ground. It was a long, difficult and
dangerous job, but on 13 October, more than a billion people
around the world watched live on TV as the first of the miners
was finally brought above ground.

A FIRST TIME FOR EVERYTHING

The first thing you remember

ost adults remember litle about things that

happened in their very early childhood. As @
result, some people think thot we aren’t really able to
form memories before our fourth or fifth birthdays. But
scientists “carrying out research into early memories
have suggested that this is untrue. They claim that we
do form memories at @ very young age. However,
what we remember about our very early lives seems
to change as we get older.

Researchers in Newfoundland, Canada, worked

with 140 children aged between four and 13. First,
they asked their participants to describe their earliest
memory. Then they asked them roughly how old
they'd been when the event occurred. Next, they
asked the children’s parents to confirm that the event
actually happened. All the answers were written
down. The researchers waited for two years before
they went back to the children and asked them again,
‘What's your earliest memory?'

Nearly all the children who were aged between
four and seven in the first interview said something
very different in the second interview. And when the
researchers reminded them of what they'd said the
first fime, many of the children said: ‘No, that never
happened to me." On the other hand, many of the
children who were between ten and 13 at the first
inferview described exactly the same memory in

the second interview. This seems to suggest that our
mermories change in the early years, but that at around
the age of fen, they crystallise — the things that we
remember get fixed.

The researchers are now locking into the question

of why children remember certain events and not others.
We sometimes think that most first or early memories
are about very stressful things that happened to us as
children, because bad things ®stand out in our minds.
But in this study, stressful events were only a small
percentage of what the children said they remembered.
More often, children’s early memories were happy ones.
